Power is supplied to the unit by plugging the
110-120 volt, 60 cycle AC cord into any outlet,
and flipping the power switch on. Complete
instructions for adjusting the gain controls and
tilt controls accompany every unit.

When planning the installation of the
MLA-b, outside dimensions (shown here) must
be considered. The unit can be mounted in any
attic crawl space or basement where a flat sur-
face of at least 10” x 7” is available. Slotted
base feet on the MLA.b accommodate four
screws. The unit will mount easily into a
Blonder-Tongue MRH-a radiation-proof
housing.
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In all instances, adequate space should be
provided for maximum ventilation. Be certain
to allow air to circulate freely around the unit.
